Secretary’s Jottings
)
Hints on preparation of objects for decoupage:

All objects usually require some preparation prior to commencing to paint.  

For boxes etc., always remove hinges and catches prior to preparation.  

For wooden surfaces, use Gesso rubbed on thinly with a piece of kitchen sponge in circular motions so as to not leave ridges.  Repeat this process 3 times to achieve a good coverage.  Once dry, sand back smooth with 240 sandpaper.  

For bisque ware, if it is a good surface it may only require some light sanding, however any holes or imperfections will require filling.  To fill holes use a Spacfilla or similar product.  

Goose and duck eggs do not require any preparation, ostrich and emu do, if you require a smooth background finish.  Clean these eggs with Ajax or similar product to remove dirt and grease.  Then apply 5 think coats of Gesso with a foam brush.  You can continue to apply Gesso until well covered.  Always allow each to dry before applying the next coat.  Once dry, sand back with 240 sandpaper and finally wet & dry (use wet) to achieve a good smooth finish.  

If you are preparing any metal objects always coat well with a rust inhibitor.  This is also required on the hinges and catches of that hat-box that you have always wanted to decoupage.

Remember if you have not prepared your piece well, the end product will be affected.
